Physical - health attacks "buffeting,"
nagging sicknesses, headaches,
undiagnosed symptoms,

Depression - prolonged emotional attacks,
hopelessness, gloominess

Physical - spirit of infirmity, hypochondria,
psychosomatic illnesses

Fears - unfounded fears, anxieties, panics,
timidity, insecurity, inadequacy

Anger - hatred, bitterness, temper, rage,
violence

Moral - repeated failures, obsessive
temptations, lusts, obsessive thoughts

Backsliders - apostate deliberate willful
turning away, prodigal sons and daughters

Drugs - under the power of substances,
alcohol, illegal drugs, prescription  pills,
cigarettes, etc.

Sexual deviations - addictions, porno,
homosexuality, immorality behavior, etc.

Abusive behavior - destructive, assaults,
language, self-mutilation, suicidal thoughts
and attempts, physical abuse

Insanity - uncontrollable mind, psychosis,
voices, visions, nightmares, etc.

Occult involvement - consulting psychics,
palm readers, horoscopes,  etc

Cult involvement - blinded to the truth,
choose to believe a lie, doctrinal error
concerning Christ

Before we can pull down stronghold (footholds or nesting places of the enemy) we must
identify those hidden things of darkness, and expose them.  It is like shining a light into a
dark place, the cockroaches will scatter at the presence of light.
